Voter Registration Drive

Now you can register almost all of the student body.  New NC legislation now allows 16 and 17 year olds to pre-register to vote.  This legislation takes effect January 1, 2010.

How it works:  Student fills out form and checks section for 16 & 17 year olds pre-registration.  Registrations are given to local county board of elections.  County Board of Elections sends all pre-registration forms to NC Board of Elections.

NC Board of Elections will hold registration until 60 days prior to student's eligibility to vote when State Board will notify local county boards to verify qualifications and address.

In order to vote in NC you must meet these qualifications

You must be a US Citizen

You must be 18 to vote on Election Day

You must be a NC resident

If you are a convicted felon, you must have completed all parts of your sentence including parole and probation.

The Details

1. Obtain new voter registration forms that include pre-registration section from local county board of elections office.  Follow guidelines and rules for registration drive.

2.  Work with administrators to set location, date and times for registration.  If offering during a limited time (for example during lunch or before school) it works best to hold a series of registration days such as three days in a row.

2. Advertise new law that 16 & 17 year olds can pre-register.  Create posters, set up email blasts, use social media tools to generate interest,

3. Recruit volunteers to man registration table.  Decorate table in red, white & blue.

3. Hold registration drive and return all completed registration forms

to local county board of elections.
